Course Overview 

 

Macroeconomics focuses on aggregate outcomes and indices such as countries’ GDP, 



In Macroeconomics, as in most other fields in economics, models involving some mathematics 

are essential to convey ideas and economic intuitions. It is therefore important that the math 

does not constitute a barrier throughout the course. You should be comfortable taking 

derivatives, solving systems of equations, and discussing mathematical properties of the 

models.
